3 On February 5, 2016, Defendants emailed Plaintiffs a draft memorandum of points and
authorities in support of a demurrer to the fourth amended complaint. Defendants delivered a
memorandum exceeding the statutory 15 page limit for such briefs, so that Plaintiffs would have the

6 || benefit of reviewing Defendants’ arguments without page constraint.

7 On March 1, 2016, Plaintiffs sent Defendants a proposed Fifth Amended Complaint, including

appendices and exhibits. Defendants confirmed receipt and agreed to advise Plaintiffs whether they

9 || would stipulate to its filing.
10 On March 8, 2016, Defendants agreed to stipulate to the proposed Fifth Amended Complaint. In
I1 ||addition, the parties agreed that Defendants shall have 30 days to respond to the Fifth Amended

13 || parties also agreed that due to the length of the proposed complaint and appendices that Defendants’
